Electrical Requirements (120VAC only)

For 120VAC operation use the 120VAC power supply and cord. Be sure to
locate the unit within 9.8ft of a standard 120VAC grounded outlet. Long
term use of an extension cord is not recommended due to safety
considerations.

Hardwiring Requirements (24VAC and 230VAC Operation)
For 24VAC models: Connect black and white wires to a dedicated 40Va trans-
former. (Not Provided.)

For 230VAC models: Connect black and white wires to proper power. Connect
green wire to ground.
