3.Installation Dimensions

When the wind baffles are used install units as shown in the illustrations below. Ensure minimum clearances are met to a wall
or other obstruction. When installing multiple units, ensure unit minimum clearances are met or exceeded.

Failure to provide minimum clearances will affect unit performance. Nuisance unit cycling or premature equipment failure may
result. For other installation clearances, referring to the unit installation manual.
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4.Installation Instructions

1FAN

(1) Center the wind baffle both vertically and horizontally over the fan cover as shown in Figure 1. Make sure that the wind
baffle does not cover the service panel.

(2) Mark the screw hole positions in each flange by drilling.

(3) Using the self-tapping screw provided, locate and secure the wind baffle as shown in Figure 1.

IMPORTANT- Use caution when installing ALL screws, as they must not be overtightened!

2FAN

(1) Center the wind baffle both vertically and horizontally over the upper fan cover as shown in Figure 2. Make sure that the
wind baffle does not cover the service panel.

(2) Mark the screw hole positions in each flange by drilling.

(3) Using the self-tapping screw provided, locate and secure the wind baffle as shown in Figure 2.

(4) Install the wind baffle on the lower fan in the same way as the upper fan as shown in Figure 3.

IMPORTANT- Use caution when installing ALL screws, as they must not be overtightened!
